CIRCULAR

1) It is a matter of grave concern that every year, more than 80,000
people die in Road Accident in India. Many two wheelers riders and occupants of
the small motor cars face death, when their vehicle suddenly collides with the
heavy vehicle in front which doesn't have, "rear under run protective devige,” as
well as "Iateral protection (side guards) device.”

. 2) Govt. of India inserted new sub-rule (1) in rule 124 of the Central
Motor Vehicle Rule, 1989 vide G.S.R. no. 845(E) dt.. 27.12.2002, which is as
follows;

" The general requirements of vehicle rear under run protecting device and
the technical requirements of vehicle lateral protection side shall be as per IS :
14812200 specifications and as per IS : 14682-1999, respectively, as may be
amended from time to time.” .

This sub-rule was made applicable from 1.5.2003.

3) This sub-rule was further amended vide G.S.R. no. S8%(E), dt.
16.9.2005. A new proviso is added to the sub-rule (1A), which is as follows;

" Provided that the vehicle manufacturers shall ensure the fitment of the
rear under run protective device in vehicles of categories N2, N3 and their trailers
except special purpose vehicles namely tractors and tippers at their end lateral
under run protective device either at their factory or at their dealer’s end. Vehicle
not fitted with such devices shall not be registered under these rules.. They shall
also ensure to supply necéssary Kits if the fitment is not done by them in the case of
lateral under-run protective device.

Provided further that the rear under protective device shall also be
painted with yellow and white zebra stripes on the entire vear tface of the device.”



ihe cutegories N2 and N3 mentioned in the above proviso is defined under
clauses (q) and (r) of the rule 2 of the Central Motor Vehicle Rule,. 1989,

4) Govt. of India vide letter No. RT - 11036/38/2000-MVL, dt.
10.9.2004 has informed that Rule 124 (1A} of the Central Motor Vehicle Rule,
1989 prescribed that all heavy transport vehicles, manufactured on and from 1st
May 2003, shall be fitted with, vehicle rear under run protective device and lateral
side protection device as per drawing and specifications type approval by testing
agencies. The Govt. of India is however silent on the issue of fitment of rear under
run protective device and lateral side protection device to the vehicle, which are
manufactured prior to 1st May 2003.

5) Since the safety of ordinary citizens, riding motor cycles and
occupying small cars, is of paramount importance, all the registering authorities in
the state of Maharashtra are hereby directed to ensure the fitment of rear under
run protective device and lateral side protection device to the vehicles mentioned
in sub-rule (1A) of rule 124 of Central Motor Vehicle Rule, 1989 and which are
manufactured prior to 1.5.2003 having the standards IS : 14812-2000: and IS :
14682-1999 (copy enclosed), at the time of the renewal of the certificate of fitness
of these vehicles. '

'_},\ other states also. To curb the activity of vehicle theft & their re-registration it is necessary to take
the following action expeditiously.

1. The existing database of State Transport Departments should be got checked with National
database of MVCS available at each State Crime Records Bureau. The coordination results
may be communicated to NCRB as well as respective Police Authorities for further
investigation/verification of the details of suspected vehicles.

2. In tuture, before rt;gistration of old vehicles, the details of the same should be checked with
the national databank of MVCS. .

Regional Transport Officer to
exempt the projection of load in writing of any motor vehicle for such purpose, subject to
certain condition. However before granting permission the registering authority or the

authorised person may consult the public works Department and the State traffic Police.
This exemption will be in the form D.O.D.A.

2. {This power of exemption will have to be exercise by the authorised person only
in the case of vehicles registered as per G.S.R. 728(E), dt. 18/10/1996 and G.S.R. 517(E),
dt.26/05/2000 i.e. The gross vehicle weight is not exceeding 49 tonnes.

3. The Govt. of India is empowered to assign the heavier weights than those

4. The Govt. of India, while approving these trailers have attached certain
conditions. Out of which following conditions are important,

Condition No. (i) :- Load restrictions on various roads stipulated by the Public Works
Department / Local Authorities / National Highway Authority of India will be observed and
permission of such authorities will be obtained every time the vehicles are put on the roads.
Each of the such movement wiil be approved and closely monitored by the concerned road

authorities in State / Union Territory / National Highway Authority of India from safety point
of view. .

Condition No. (ii) :- If so directed by the Public Works Department of a State / Union
Territory / National Highway Authority of India, the loaded vehicles will not be allowed to
pass over the bridges on the roads in that State / Union Territory and in such cases
applicants will have to make their own arrangements to cross the rivers / nallas.

Condition No. (iii) :- They would need to obtain permission each and every time before
moving on a particular route from concerned State or Union Territory / National Highway
Authority of India enroute, in view of oversized cargo. For each such movement, timing

should be prescribed by the concerned authority. |

3. Itis come to the notice that the transport operators have misused the permission
given by Govt. of India by not registering these trailers at given address and instead
registered at the places, such as Nagaland, Dadra Nagar Haveli etc.

Also as per s;brule (4) of rule 88 of the Central Motor Vehicle Rules, 1989 no

National Permit shall be granted in respect of a multiaxle trailer approved to carry a gross
vehicle weight of more than 50 tonnes.

6. These States have however 1ssued national permits to these trailers. Since. the
permit issuing authority have not granted the national permits as per the provisions of Motor
Vehicle Act, 1988 and rules made there under, tollowing directions are given 1o all.
registering authorities in the State of Maharashtra, '

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a.  National permit should not be issued to trailers whose gross vehicle weight is
more than 50 tonnes. If a registering authority of this State, have erroneously granted a
national permit to such trailers give the hearing and cancel the same and issue permit for
Maharashtra State. For moving outside the State the operator / owner is required to obtain
the temporary permits.

b.  In case of other State vehicle, inform the facts to the permit granting authority
for the cancellation of permit. However recover the tax of Maharashtra State for the period
of stay of the vehicle in Maharashtra State.

¢.  Ensure that for above type of trailer, the permission for every trip is obtained
from the Government of Maharashtra or Govt. of India under section 110(3) of Motor
Vehicle Act, 1988 and not in the form D.0.D.A. granted by the registering authority or the

authonsed officer.

3) In the Criminal Writ Petition No. 263/2005 Vinod Deepak Kamble Vs State of

-+ As you are aware, a number of Modutar Multl-axle Hydralilc. Suspension Trailcrs
are engaged in transportation of very heavy and oversized indivisible loads to cater to
oeed of various infrastructure projects in the country, Such cargo can not be carried on &
conventional rigid vehicle or mechanical trailers. because of a_number of inherent
limitations such as uneven load distribution, more wear and tear of roads and bridges.
limited mancouverability snd wider turning radius, tilting of trailer bed Svith the load on
uneven surfpce and being unsafe to carry delicate cargo due to jerks.

2. Modular Multi-axle Hydraulic Suspension Trailers are a platform module trailer
having two or more exlc lines with two axles in each row fitted with eight tyres. Such
modules are 8o designed that these can be coupled back to back lengthwise. Such
modular treiler platform have pendulum axles with hydraulic suspension and arc so
designed that all wheels of the trailer are steered hydreulically and the height of such
platform trailer could also be raised or lowered hydraulically, The Modular Multi-axle
Hydraulic Suspension Trailers can achieve uniform load distribution, thereby preventing
damages to roads and bridgoes and also ensures stability of the cargo through hydraulic
sugpension. To pull such trailers, Prime Movers with goods loaded on it in the form of
ballast are also required. Both the Prime Movers and the trailers are registercd
individually and the GVW of the irailer and the prime mover ere considered separately.

3 The dimension and gross vehicle weight of such trailers exceeds the limit
prescribed by this Department under Rule 93 of CMVR, 1989 and the Notification no.
S.0. 728 (E) dated 18-10-1996 and S.0, 517 (E) dated 26-5-2000, issued by the
Govemment. Keeping in view the essentiality of movement of such trailers, this Ministry
grants exemption to such trailers in respect of GVW and dimension, on a case to case
basls and with varous terms and ¢onditions, in exercige of powers conferred w;
Section S8(3) and Section 110 (3) of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1938 through E)&traordlnary
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Gazerte of india, Further, under.the Overall Dimensions of Motor Vehicles (Prescription
of Conditions for Exemption) Rules, 1991 (copy enclosed), State Governments are also
empowered to exempt any motor vehicle from the provisions of Rule 93 of the CMVR,

1989, Excm%tion granted by the Central Goverment or State Governments would
remain valid throughout The country. ‘ :

4, It has been brought to the notice of this Department that in some States the
onforcement agencies do not honour-the notifications being issued by the Central
Government and they are ponalizing such Modular Multi-axle Hydraulic Suspension
Trailers on the ground of being over weight and over dimensional. It would not bé in the

fimess of thin?s if the aotifications issued by the Central Governmént/State Government
are aishonored in any part of t ¢ country, ' :

CIRCULAR

The Govt. of India vide above referred letter, informed that use of mobile
phone while driving motor vehicle carries a potential accident risk and certainly
distracts the attention of the driver and increases the probabilities of occurrence of
accidents.

It is further informed that keeping this in view the Government has
lncluded the use of mobile phone while driving motor vehicle as an act which shali
éonstltute nuisance or danger to the public, under Rule 21 of the Central Motor
Vehicles Rules, 1989

The Govt. of India also informs that the Committee on the Petifions of
Rajya Sabha, has taken a very serious view of the fact that use of mobile phone in
motor vehicles is on the increase and this leads to many accidents. The Committee has
strongly recommended that the use of mobile phone while driving motor vehicles
should be banned in any form or in any manrer.

In view of above you are hereby direc.ted to disqualify a driver under Rule
21 of Central Motor Vehicle Rules, 1989 as per the procedure laid down in section 19
of Motor Vehicle Act, 1988 for using mobile phone in any form which include hand
held or hands free mobile or operated with the help of blue tooth or permanentl)}
installed and integrated into the wiring of motor vehicles and also, the use of mobile
phone in any manner which also include making or receiving calls, sending messages,
playing games, listening to music and taking photos or making videos. A stationary
vehicle in the traffic jam or a traffic signal is also a part of driving and in such

conditions the use of mobile phone can not be allowed.



Apart from enforcing the above provisions, it is also 1mportant to educate
the public about the safety hazards posed by such an act on the road. You are hereby
inform to give wide publicity to the legal provisions and the ill effects of use of mobile

phone while driving.
